THE FEAST OF ST BEDE THE VENERABLE ~ Is Celebrated tomorrow (Monday). Please
note the Midday Mass! Bede was born in 673 and entered the monastery of Wearmouth at

an early age. He never ventured further than 50 miles from the monastery, but drawing on
the many manuscripts brought to Wearmouth from France, Bede produced his Ecclesiastical
History of the English People & commentaries on Scripture for the edification of his fellow

monks. His works show him as a learned & holy man. He died in 735 & was named a
Doctor of the Church in 1899.
