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Year 3 / 4 
Summer Term

Implementation

This term, children in Years 3 and 4 will build on their prior skills and knowledge through a range of engaging and explorative lessons. In History, pupils will become historians, using a variety of sources to investigate how children’s lives have changed over time. In Geography, they will explore their local area, developing map-reading skills and understanding key features of their environment. In Science, Year 3 will investigate light and shadows through practical enquiry, while Year 4 will explore electricity by building and testing simple circuits. Throughout all subjects, children will be encouraged to ask questions, think critically and develop a deeper understanding through hands-on learning experiences. Lessons encourage questioning, research, and clear communication, helping pupils to make connections across subjects and apply their learning in meaningful ways.
Intent

This term, children in Years 3 and 4 will be exploring a range of exciting topics across the curriculum. In History, they will learn about how children’s lives have changed over time, comparing school, work and play in the past with today. In Geography, pupils will investigate their local area, develop map skills and understand both human and physical features. In Science, Year 3 will focus on light and shadows, exploring how light helps us to see and how shadows are formed, while Year 4 will learn about electricity, building simple circuits and understanding how electrical devices work safely. Through these topics, children will develop curiosity, enquiry skills and a deeper understanding of the world around them.

In our diversity development we will learn about the rights of the child past and present and ask if all changes were positive for people and the environment?
