In addition to the above, English, Maths, RE, PE, Music, Computing and PSHE will be on-going throughout the year. These will, where suitable, be linked to the above topics. For more details, see the half-termly topic webs.
Important information for Y2
PE
This half term, our P.E. lessons will be on Mondays and Fridays. Please send your child to school wearing their P.E. kit on these days. The P.E. lesson will usually be outside. Pupils should wear their school jumpers or cardigans over their P.E. tops in colder weather, joggers are also encouraged in cold weather.
Reading
Reading will take place daily in school. We hear children read individually, in small group guided reading and as part of whole class guided reading, as well as reading in our phonics, English and other lessons. We will record the small group guided reading sessions and 1:1 reading in the reading records. 

Please send your child with their reading record and reading book in their book bag every day. We will change completed reading books on Tuesdays and Fridays. We recommend that children read each book 2-3 times to practise their reading flow and develop greater understanding of the book. 
Taking the time every day to read with and listen to your child, and discussing the content of the text, is probably the most important thing you can do to support your child's learning and progress. Reading to them really supports their development too.
You don’t need to write much in the reading records, just the date, book name and pages read. If you would like to send me a message about your child’s reading, please email rather than by writing in the reading record. Feel free to record reading of non-school books too, it gives us a good picture of what your child chooses to read.
Please speak to me if you’d like any support or suggestions around reading with your child. I’m a Mum too and know it can sometimes be challenging. There are ways I can help.
Homework
Written homework will be sent in a folder every Wednesday and should be completed for the following Monday. I will also set activities on Spelling Shed and MathsShed (and TT Rockstars in the future). Theme homework will continue to be set on Teams. Please submit videos or photos of your child’s work on Teams, we find it’s the best way for everyone to be able to see what they have achieved. Pupils may need support to complete their homework, and can benefit from discussing the work with an adult.
Drinks and snacks
Please send water in the children’s bottles and a healthy snack for morning breaktime. A fruit or vegetable snack is provided for afternoon break. Please consider carefully which snacks will help your child to succeed with their learning, preferably those which provide slow release energy through the morning.
Lost property
We will always do our best to try to find items your child has misplaced. Please help us by labelling your child’s uniform (even initials in pen is a help – biro washed off – Sharpie doesn’t) and by not allowing them to bring in other items that might cause distress if lost.
