	Science - Living things and their habitats

· Know how to draw with an extensive variety of drawing tools.
· Know that a sketchbook is where ideas can be collected and drawings can be planned and practiced at various scales.  
· Know how to draw for a sustained period from real objects, using a viewfinder to look closely at an area of interest before drawing.
