	Petal
	The separate leaves that form the outside part of a flower head and usually attract insects.

	Flower
	The part of a plant which allows it to reproduce.

	Pollen
	The product of a male part of a plant which allows it to produce seeds. 

	Nutrient
	A substance that provides nourishment for growth. All living things need nutrition.

	Pollination
	The process by which pollen is transferred to the female parts of the plant which means the plants can make seeds and reproduce.

	Evaporation
	When a liquid turns to gas

	Seed dispersal
	The movement or transport of seeds away from the parent plant.

	Photosynthesis
	The process by which green plants use the sun’s energy from sunlight along with water and carbon dioxide to produce their own food in the form of glucose (sugar).
