Meanwhile, Years 3 and 4 were visited by a parent working 

in STEM, whose company designs and manufactures 

robotic machinery used in factories around the world—

particularly in the production of chocolate. He brought a 

real robot into school, giving the children a unique 

opportunity to explore and operate it themselves. They 

practised controlling its movements to mimic those used on 

a production line and asked a range of thoughtful and 

insightful questions.

Thank you to the parents who offered their support and 

expertise to the school. It really brought the subject to life 

for the children and exposed them to two areas of 

“Science” that they possibly hadn’t encountered before.

We have also loved seeing the fantastic science 

experiments shared from home via Seesaw—thank you so 

much for your continued support. The children have shown 

great pride and enthusiasm in presenting their work to their 

classmates.
