P.E.
Our PE days are Indoor PE on Tuesdays and Outdoor Games on Wednesdays.
Please ensure your child is wearing P.E. kit for PE days. Children should wear a plain T-shirt (house colours or white), navy or black plain shorts for indoor PE. For outdoor PE, they should wear plain T-shirt, navy or black plain joggers or leggings, a dark blue, grey or black, plain hoodie or sweater, and black trainers. Football shirts and fashion items are not acceptable. Long hair must be tied up. Earrings must be removed for PE (or they need to bring tape to cover them for the lesson if they are within the initial 6 weeks of having them pierced).

Classroom routines
Both classes use a ‘Proud Cloud’ to encourage positive behaviour. We also have a cube jar.
Our school rules are: Be kind, be safe and be respectful - so that you can be the best you can be.
We encourage all children to have a water bottle in school. Please could these have sports tops to avoid the issue of spillages.
If children come to school on scooters or bikes, these must not be ridden on the playground.
Our school behaviour policy has been sent home. Please share this with your child. They do not need to be returned to school.

Homework
Each half term, we will send home a homework grid with a selection of activities designed to engage the children with different aspects of our topic work. The children are asked to complete a minimum of one activity to return to school in the final week, when we will share their work in class.
Please read regularly with your child, as frequently as possible. As the year progresses and children become more independent readers, it is important that you support them in discussion about the text which will help to develop their comprehension and understanding of new vocabulary. Children are expected to change their reading books independently and will be given time and instruction to do so every Thursday.
We love reading and there are some wonderful reading books published for children, both new and traditional. We encourage reading for pleasure – either children reading themselves or sharing a book with older siblings, parents or grandparents. We will add suggestions to a page on the Year 3 website.
By the end of Year 3, the children will be expected to know their 5, 10, 2, 4 and 8 times tables. Please practice these at home. Their login for ‘Times Table Rock Stars’ will remain the same as in Year 2.
Spellings games will be available to practice the rule of the week on Ed Shed. Logins are also as in Year 2.
Assessment
We regularly assess the children’s progress and will communicate this information with you at parents’ evening in October and March. Should we be concerned about your child’s progress, we will plan interventions to support them and contact you to let you know. 
Snacks
Now that children are in KS2, fruit is no longer provided through the Government scheme. The children are welcome to bring a healthy snack to eat during break. Toast is available to order online. We are a nut free school. Please make sure that no products containing nuts are brought in for snacks or in lunches.
