	Reading!

As a Year 6, you need to read as widely as you can.  Try a book that you wouldn’t normally read.

Write a book review.

Start with a couple of sentences summarising the plot, describing what the book is about. 
Discuss what you particularly liked about the book. 
Mention anything you disliked about the book. 
Round up your review. 
You can give the book a rating, for example a mark out of five or ten, if you like!





	History - Selection of buildings in the locality: Choose an older building in the local area, which is interesting or significant and important in the local environment – it can be the church, your school, the local war memorial, a farm, a library, a factory, shops or any other community building etc. 

On a walk: take a photograph of the building. Talk about what you notice about the building. You could make a quick sketch.

Think about these questions:
Who used it in the past? 
When do you think it was built? 
Why is it important to the community then (and now)? 
What is the building used for? 
Where else could this have been built in the area if this location hadn’t been picked? Is this the best place for it? E.g. Why was this site chosen for the War memorial and not in a different place?

Think about how you want to present what you discovered. It can be in writing as a journal or guide book, but it could be in on a map, a drawing, in a model or a quiz.


	Reading!

Ask a friend to recommend a book to you.  They may even lend you a copy!

Keep a record of you reading the book – you could take photos, write comments, copy favourite quotes, draw pictures of what you imagine is happening.  

At the end put it all together in a journal and bring into school for us to see.
	History- we are learning about the local area and how it has changed over time.

Is there a place, or a time or even a people that you wished that you could know more about the history of?  It could be WW1 or 2, the French Revolution, the Norman conquests, the Black Prince, the Wild West of America, the Aztecs, Ancient China, the life of Nelson Mandela or even Space( to name just a few!).

Ask some historical questions to help you with your research and then present it in an engaging way!
What happened?  Why did this happen? What was it like then?
