Snow day activities
Hello year 2! We’re disappointed that we can’t see you today but here are some activities to keep you going.

There are Grammar and Maths powerpoints and an accompanying worksheet for each of them. If you can’t print them off don’t worry, just write your answers on paper. We’ll look at them together in class.

Then have a go at a few of these (your adults can choose with you but they are in charge so get to decide how many and which ones).

English – watch the video of the story ‘Just Snow Already https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=HuEUTaacy_o  Draw a story map of what happened. Add captions.

Or

Write a story about what the shark got up to in the snow. Use your time conjunctions and some linking words – because, so, but, and.
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Science

Activity 1 Does water take up as much space as snow? We’re going to find out how much water is left when the snow melts. Will it be the same amount or less? Or more?

Go outside and gather some snow in a see-through container (a jam jar or glass – but get your adult to help you if you have something that might break).

Fill the jar right to the top and cover the lid with cling film – you don’t want it to spill.

Put it in a warm place and leave it while you do something else (such as this Cosmic Yoga snow adventure https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=DP9jd1Ug2y4 )

Come back to your jar when the snow has all melted. What has happened to the level of water? Can you suggest why this happened?

Activity 2 -How does the location change the rate of melting?

Put some snow in a few bowls and put them in different places around your house (on a radiator, in the fridge, under the bed) Where does it melt the fastest? How long does it take to melt in each location? Once it’s melted, what happens if your put it back outside?

PE – target practice!
Draw a chalk target on an outside wall (or get some containers and spread them out). Make some snowballs and shoot to score. Award different points for hitting different areas. Keep tally making sure to count in fives. Can you score higher than the rest of your family?

There is some work set on Purple Mash for you to have a go at.

Read a book – get warm and enjoy a story.
