As part of our ongoing commitment to building strong foundations in mathematics, we will be focusing on times tables practice for homework in Year 3 and Year 4. Times tables are a vital part of your child’s mathematical development, helping them to solve problems more efficiently and confidently across many areas of the curriculum.
Homework Focus: Times Tables Practice 
Each week, children will be asked to practise their times tables at home. They are welcome to use any strategy that suits their learning style—this might include chanting, singing, writing them out, using flashcards, playing online games, or even teaching them to a family member!
Times Table Rock Stars 
To support this, children will also be expected to complete a few minutes of practice each week using Times Table Rock Stars. This is a fun and engaging online platform that helps children improve their speed and accuracy with multiplication facts. Their login details will be sent home, and we encourage regular use to help boost confidence and fluency.
Weekly Test 
To help us track progress and celebrate success, children will take a short times tables test every Thursday. This will allow us to identify which tables they are confident with and where they might need a little extra support. Children will be given a times tables sheet to bring home so they know what to practice. Please see below for the weekly times tables test overview.
