They have presented Classic Literature Adaptations for several years at the school and this year will be performing an adaption of Robert Louis Stevenson’s “Alice in Wonderland.” The children thoroughly enjoy the thrilling adaptions of the classic stories, performed so that they are suitable for all ages. The performances provide a lasting memory as the school hall is transformed into a theatre where all the children can enjoy the production.

The overall cost of the production is an expensive cost to the school but we consider it to be good value in providing the children with a theatrical experience without the additional cost of a coach – unfortunately, coach travel makes all trips more expensive now. 

The cost of this production will be £5 per child, payable via School Money. If payment is made, we will accept this as parental consent for your child to attend. However, please note that if for any reason you do not wish your child to attend and payment is not made the school will make alternative provision for your child within school.

School Photographs
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The school photographer will be coming into school on Tuesday 30th September to take photographs of the children.  All children will have their photo taken for our school Sims system. The photographer will take individual photographs of each child and also group photos of siblings but you are not obliged to purchase a photograph.

Proof copies of the photographs along with an order form will be sent home as soon as they are available.

As I have said before, our school receives one of the lowest budgets in St Helens due to the area we are in so we do rely heavily on funds raised by the PFA for additional resources and funding of activities for our children. We really do need your help!

For our new parents in the Reception class, this is a great way to meet other parents and get involved in school events.

Polite reminder about bags – We ask that children only bring to school their reading bag, water bottle and lunchbox. Kit for a club should be in a carrier bag that can hang on their peg. 

We ask that children don’t bring in large backpacks. Our cloakrooms in class cannot accommodate large bags and they are a tripping hazard when left on the floor. Likewise, for children who attend Sunflower Club the storage racks cannot hold backpacks.
Office Lines of Communication via School

SchoolMoney:  This system is used for all payments to school, please use the Eduspot Website or download the Eduspot App and log in.  Please note that when entering your details you must ensure that no space is typed after your mobile number or email address and your child’s first name only should be used and must be in lower case, again no space after their name.  When payments are made available on SchoolMoney you will receive an alert to inform you.

SchoolSpider:  SchoolSpider is our usual method for sending out emails, weekly bulletins and setting up parental surveys.  This can be accessed via our website or you can download the App.  Emails, bulletins and surveys are sent via SchoolSpider to your email address and should show in your usual email inbox.

School Website:  This will contain all information needed under your child’s “class page” and further information about the curriculum that your child is learning.

If for any reason you cannot access any of the above platforms can you please contact the School Office as soon as possible as it is vital that you use these systems to receive important information and alerts from School.
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Church House

For a number of years the Priest House at St Julie’s church has been empty as the priest lived elsewhere, something we had all got used to. However, the house is now the Priest’s home. Please could you discourage children from playing near to the house so that the small area around his living space can be kept private.

Children who turn 5 between 1 September 2026 and 31 August 2027 are eligible to apply for a place in primary school. The deadline for submission of primary school applications is 15 January 2026. The Archdiocese have asked us to remind parents seeking a reception class place at our school, even if you have a sibling in the school, of the need for baptism prior to application and to take prompt action if baptism has not already taken place.
