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Marvellous Maths sessions

This term we will once again be holding our Marvellous Maths sessions – an opportunity for a parent/carer or grandparent to come into school just before home time to share maths activities with their child.

The aim of the sessions this term is to provide information to parents/carers about how they can support their child with maths homework. The teacher will provide an overview of the calculation strategies the children are taught to use in their current year group and a reminder about Key Instant Recall Facts, which you can support your child with at home.
There will be an opportunity to ask questions and then to share some activities with the children using the strategies and manipulatives discussed.

Parents/carers/grandparents are invited to come to school via the front entrance on Brooklands Road at 2:40pm to join their child for the session. Don’t worry if you can’t make it, there will be school staff around to make sure all children can join in the maths activities with their friends.
