Gov.Uk Campaign: Cost of Living help – Summer savings

The Great British Summer Savings scheme is running from 25 June to 1 September 2026, helping families feel a bit less squeezed this summer.

The new scheme includes reduced VAT on days out, including tickets at attractions like soft play, adventure centres and theme parks, children's tickets for theatres and cinemas, and children's meals in restaurants. Children aged 5 to 15 in England will also be able to travel free on local bus services throughout August.

Children’s Commissioner – National Survey

The Children’s Commissioner has written to schools as she is conducting the two largest ever children’s surveys: The Big Ask and The Big Ambition. For the first time, hundreds of thousands of children will be eligible to vote in the next general election, the biggest change to the franchise in half a century. Yet just one in five children say politicians listen to them. That’s why she is launching her final survey, The Big Future.

She is asking schools to share the survey with all the children, parents and carers in our school community. She will be publishing her findings next year, and they will be used to advocate at the highest level for solutions that children want to see, to the problems that they tell her are most important to them
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
