Hon Treasurer’s report to the

Friends of St Matthew’s CE Primary School

Annual General Meeting 18th October 2018
At the date of the last AGM in September 2017 a balance of £3242.38 was held in the FOSM building society account and petty cash fund.
During the 2017-2018 school year we have had three main sources of income the Christmas Fair, the Summer Fun Afternoon and easyfundraising.org.uk.  Both the Christmas Fair and the Summer Fun Afternoon were a success and a lot of fun was had by all.  The Christmas Fair made total proceeds of £622.45.  This is consistent with previous years and would suggest that this is the approximate limit to funds raised using the current model for the event.  The Summer Fun Afternoon made proceeds of £404.55.  Although we had fantastic weather this year, people did not stay for as long as they have previously.   However, it was a lovely event for all who came.  I would like to take this opportunity to thank everyone who helped with these events.  Without you they simply would not happen.  We continue to be registered with easyfundraising.org.uk which allows people to raise money for us at no cost to themselves when they shop on line.  Unfortunately, we still do not have many supporters.   During the last academic year, we banked a two payments from easyfundraising.org.uk totalling £34.19 (one was received at the end of the previous financial year but the cheque was not deposited until September 2017).     
As always a number of expenses were incurred in running our events.  These are outlined below (total £305.46) and further details are available on request.  Additionally, we also paid for our PTA UK membership and made a number of purchases to support the school.  We received a request from Mrs Eilish Gallagher, the Pastoral Manager, for some funds to purchase games and books to help with her work and paid £71.21 towards this.  Dr Elizabeth Chilvers, the Science Subject Leader requested funds to purchase digital microscopes and we spent £143.76 on a set of Easiscope digital microscopes.  Dr Chilvers also requested funds to facilitate the purchase of additional library books and was given £35.11 to cover this expense.  Mrs Joanna Simon. Maths Subject Leader for St Matthew’s, requested assistance with the purchase of class sets of tangram puzzles to support the teaching of maths and help promote the development of spatial reasoning skills. We were able to donate £160.28 to pay for this.  Finally we partnered with school and paid 50% of the cost of a defibrillator to be kept at the front entrance.  This came to £360 and is an investment that, whilst we hope it will never have to be used, could save someone’s life.
