
Negative Numbers

If you count backwards from zero you will reach negative numbers. We need 
negative numbers for temperature and money.

Positive numbers Any number that is more than zero, e.g. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5.

Negative numbers Any number that is less than zero. e.g. -1, -2, -3, -4, -5.

Roman numeralsComparing and Ordering numbers

When we put numbers in order, we need to compare the value of their 
digits…


Remember to START with the largest digits - they have the most value. 

54,353 < 60,210


If the digits are the same, move down to the next

543,478 < 542,502


Remember to check the column value 

99,782 < 323,251

Ascending: Smallest to largest

Descending: Largest to smallest

digit within a number
