	Feel deep affection for someone/something
like, cherish, treasure

	shinier
	A smooth service, polished and reflecting light
glossy, bright, gleaming 

	whirl
	Move very quickly, round and round 
circle, rotate, turning

	sparkling
	Shining bright with flashes of light
shiny, bright, glossy

	precious
	Something of great value, not to be wasted or treated carelessly 
valuable, priceless, expensive

	sadder
	Feeling or showing sorrow
unhappy, regretful, glum, upset

	searched
	try to find something by looking carefully and thoroughly
