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-A spreadsheet is a computer application that allows users to organise, analyse
and store data in a table. Programs such as Microsoft Excel and Google Docs

help users to make spreadsheets.

-A spreadsheet can be made up of multiple worksheets. They can be reordered
and renamed. Each cell has a unique reference, made up of a number (the row)

and letter (the column).
-Data headings allow data to be stored in a meaningful way.

-To select a cell, we click on it. To enter data, we double click on it. Data can be

typed directly into a cell or into the formula bar.

-By clicking on a column or row, we can sort information in different ways (e.g.

alphabetically, 0-9, etc).
