Reading books should be read at home regularly and sent into school every day, so children can read with an adult in school. 


In Science, we will be learning about ‘Forces and Magnets’. We will be looking at what everyday objects use magnets and testing the strength of magnets. We will also try to see the magnetic field of a magnet. 


How can parents help? Can you become science investigators by looking out for different types of magnets and forces at home? Can you measure the strength of your magnet? 





In PE we will be completing units on: Outdoor Adventurous Activities where we will be working on problem solving, orienteering and teamwork. 


3H will be focusing on Health related fitness discovering how we look after bodies and develop stamina through physical exercises. 


3L we will be taking part in swimming lesson on Tuesday afternoons. They will need to bring to school their swimming costumes (no two piece), shrts with a tie, towels and goggles, if necessary, in an additional bag. 





In Maths, some of the things we will practise are: Further Multiplication / division – Multiply multiples of 10 by 1 digit and 2 digits by 1 digit.. Division of a 2 digit number by 1 digit including regrouping and solve word problems


Measurement – Money. Look at how to make a Pound using number bond strategies. Using addition and subtraction to solve problems with money. 











This half-term in History we will be studying the Ancient Greeks and asking ‘What did the Ancient Greeks give to the World?’ We will look at inventions created in Ancient Greece and also comparing different states in Greece like Athens and Sparta. 


In Geography, we will be studying volcanoes and earthquakes and asking ‘What Makes The Earth Angry?’ We will look at the structure of the Earth and what would cause an earthquake or volcano eruption as well as looking at the after effects of these devastating phenomena. 


In Art, we will be creating our own Volcano sketches and investigating tone and texture using a variety of resources. 


In RE, we will be looking at Christianity how and why some people served God and look at the qualities these people possess. 





In Music, we will complete a singing topic based on the Bob Marley classic ‘Three Little Birds’





In Computing, we will create Dancing Robots using the Scratch program to make the robots move, change in size, create different backgrounds and make our own robots. 


 





In English, we will be looking at Greek Myths (Marcia Williams – The Orchard Book of Greek Myths). We will complete descriptive writing around the Greek Myths and also writing biographies of Greek characters. We will use a range of exciting vocabulary and conjunctions to improve our writing as well as using some descriptive writing techniques.
