In PE we will be doing (indoors) Health Related 

Fitness and Tri Golf (outdoors). 

Health Related Fitness we will be understanding 

our bodies through exercise, and how we can 

develop. 

In Tri Golf, we will be learning how to hold and 

use different clubs, aim towards different 

targets; long and short distances.  

In Science, we will be looking at Sound! The children will be identifying how sounds are made, exploring pitch 

and volume as well as how to control it.  We will also be finding patterns between the pitch of sound and a 

variety of objects. The children may even get the opportunity to make their own phone cups! 

In Maths, some of the things we will be learning 

about are:  

- Further Multiplication and Division  

- Fractions 

- Mass, Volume and Length 

In Further Multiplication and Division, the 

children will be learning how to solve multiplication 

and division word problems.  

In Fractions, the children will be learning how to 

convert between mixed numbers and improper 

fractions. 

In Mass, Volume and Length, the children will be 

learning how to estimate and measure mass, volume 

and length and how to convert units of measure.   

 

 

 

In English: For our Non-Fiction text type we will be 

looking at is: Non-chronological Reports where we will 

be writing a report linked to our History topic on 

technology through the ages. 

For our Fiction text, we will be reading ‘The Promise’  

The children will be exploring character personalities,  

setting descriptions, making predictions and writing a 

sequel to the story Year 4 will also be exploring 

different types of poetry. 

For our Geography topic this term, we will be 

investigating the question: Why is the North West 

such a great place to live? 

For our History topic we will be exploring the 

question: How has electricity changed our lives over 

the last 100 years?

If you think you might have anything linking to our 

humanities topics please send this in with your child 

on the first week of term.  

In Design Technology, we will be identifying the 

difference between electrical and electronic 

products. We will be designing and making our own 

torch. 

In R.E. we will be looking at how Christians show 

sacrifice and all about Lent.
