Attendance and holiday requests

The Local Authority and DFE are now working very closely with schools o ensure that all children are attending school
regularly and consistently. If a child is missing school regularly or is persistently late their academic progress can be seriously
jeopardised. For example; a child with a 90% attendance rate at the end of the year will have missed four whole weeks of
school and 100 hours of learning opportunities. As a school, we have a threshold agreed with the LA of 95% attendance as a
minimum and our School Attendance Officer will be proactive in contacting parents/carers of children whose attendance is
falling below this threshold.
