Dear Parents and Carers, 

Residential Consultation reminder 

The residential consultation, to gather the views of interested parties, families and stakeholders 

opened on Monday 8th June. The consultation has been launched due to: 

• The decision by Cheshire West and Chester to discontinue the residential grant school 

receives for the provision from 31st August, 2026. 

• School, having explored all alternative options of funding residential provision from its own 

resources, has demonstrated that to fund residential provision from its existing financial 

resources would place the school budget at significant risk and deficit. 

• Cheshire West and Chester will only fund the redundancy costs if the provision closes by 

31st August. Beyond this date, School would have to fund these in addition to actuarial costs.
