Reading

Expectations: 

Maths  

Our engaging lessons will develop children’s              
confidence and fluency in all areas of maths. This 
term we will have covered—in depth—the following 

areas of maths learning: 

 

In Year 3 we use the Sumdog app for Maths             
homework.  Teachers will set homework weekly, 
linked to the learning in class. Children will be            
introduced to this in school and will be given their  
login details. We recommend the children complete 3x 
20 minute sessions per week.
