What’s happening this term

Reading

Reading practise is, of course, essential in year
5, and the expectations for reading are high.
Teachers will ask children in their class to read
with them on a 1 to 1 basis, and will listen to a
minimum of 10 children per week.

Expectations:

Children |Bring in reading diary and book every day.

Adults Listen to children read at home and record in

diary X3 times per week.

Teachers | Listen to 10 -15 children read 1:1 per week
