Staff

Learning focus 
During the autumn term, much of the teaching and learning in Year 6 will be centred around our WW ll topic. So far, this has captured the interest of many individuals, who I’m sure would be able to tell you all about the lead up and start of the war. We will cover all the Year 6 National Curriculum objectives while also revisiting necessary areas from previous years. 

PE 
Please make sure that your child keeps their PE kit in school and that clothing is clearly labeled with their name, for Thursday's lessons and any other clubs or sporting opportunities. 

Homework 
[image: ]Your child’s personal spelling grid will be stuck in their English homework books and has been created based on an assessment of the Year 3 and 4 statutory spelling list. Once practised, we will move on to the Year 5 and 6 statutory words. Your child has time in school for daily practice of their weekly words and any additional practice at home would also be beneficial. English and maths homework will be set every Friday and due in the following Wednesday. Creative homework will be set once a half term and will replace English. 

[image: ]I encourage all children to use their TT Rockstars accounts to boost their multiplication and division skills. You child’s login details can be found in their homework book. 
An arithmetic paper will be completed weekly and children will mark their own, with the support of the Year 6 team. We will go through a range of the questions and papers will be sent home with homework on Friday. This way, you can see how your child is getting on and work with them to correct their answers. 
Reading books can be chosen from our class or school library areas and need to be brought in daily, for in school reading. I am pleased that we have many enthusiastic readers in our class, and I have no doubt that they will excel in our "Read Around the World" challenge. Children's reading records will be checked weekly, and 'miles' will be earned for each book read. Your child will greatly benefit from reading with an adult and engaging in discussions, to strengthen their comprehension skills.

Secondary school

SATS

The assessments are an opportunity for children to show off all of their hard work and learning from primary school and all pupils must attend. I will hold a parent information meeting in the new year, but if you would like to get started on some additional work for your child, the CPG revision books are a great tool. We can order these through school at a discounted price, so I will reach out to you next half term with the option to purchase.
