Reading

Phonics
Just a reminder that the phonics screening check, which all Year One children across the country will participate in, will take place during the week of the 9th June and we will provide further information about this in a meeting nearer the time, however please ensure your child is in school during this week to allow them to participate in this.

Homework 
Thank you for your hard work and diligence in helping your child to complete their homework each week. We will continue to send this on a Friday afternoon and it should be returned completed by the following Wednesday.
