Welcome to Summer in Year 1



Dear Parents and Carers,
It’s lovely to be back in school after the Easter break. The children have all returned full of enthusiasm and have settled back into the routine of school well. We can’t believe how much they have come on over the last two terms and that soon it will be time to help them to move into Year 2!!!

During this term the children will still be able to access elements of child led learning but there will be an increase in the amount of work the children are expected to complete, either with an adult or independently, each session / day. Reading      
Your child will continue to be given a set of reading books which will be changed weekly as part of their phonics work. Please ensure reading books and reading diaries are brought to school every day so that they are always available. Please also ensure you note in the reading diaries as and when the children read at home so we can add points to the ‘Read Around the World’ whole school challenge. You can never under-estimate how much a 5/10 minute daily read with an adult will help your child access a full range of books and literature and open up a world of imagination to them too, and it’s always a good excuse to enjoy a cuddle at the same time.

Phonics
We will continue to teach phonics daily following the Read Write Inc scheme. The phonics screening check, which all Year One children across the country will participate in, will take place during the week of 8th June.
  
Homework 
Thank you for your hard work and diligence in helping your child to complete their homework each week. We will continue to send this on a Thursday / Friday afternoon and it should be returned completed by the following Wednesday. 
 
P.E
P.E will continue to be on a Wednesday morning and Friday afternoon. Please ensure your child has their P.E kit in school and that all items are labelled; this is a huge help when we are trying to get all of the children changed and wearing their own clothes! 

Craft Work

If you haven’t already done so please could you send one in, an old adult shirt or t/shirt will do as the children can put it over the top of their uniform.
