Collective Worship Policy

The aim of the collective worship policy is to provide the opportunity for pupils to:

· worship God  

· reflect on Christian values and on their own beliefs  

· gain better knowledge of the Bible and of the Christian calendar

· develop a community spirit, a common ethos and shared values  

· consider spiritual and moral issues  

· respond to the worship offered
Statutory Duty of School
All schools provide daily collective worship for registered pupils (apart from those who have been withdrawn by their parents). This is usually provided within a daily assembly.

The Headteacher is responsible (under the School Standards and framework Act 1998) for arranging the daily collective worship after consulting with the governing body. Daily collective worship must be wholly or mainly of a broadly Christian character. The precise nature will depend on the family background, ages and abilities of the pupils.

· Bollington St John’s is a Voluntary Aided Church of England Primary School and, as such, our daily acts of collective worship are based on broad Anglican foundations, whilst respecting the personal integrity of all who attend. 

· Our daily act of worship is fundamental to the ethos and atmosphere of our school.

Implementation
Collective worship, whether in assembly or classroom time, will:- 
· be acceptable to the whole community, staff and pupils

· include a variety of elements at different times

· involve the pupils
Collective worship records are kept in a worship file in the hall, alongside planning linked to the current Christian Value, and evaluations made by staff members, children and members of the Ethos group. Planning follows a set format (see appendix 1) which uses the windows, mirrors, doors and candles model of spirituality. The school ethos group regularly meet to evaluate collective worship. Parents can view these records on request.

Acts of worship can be led by the Headteacher, teaching staff, the Vicar of St Oswald’s, support staff, governors and visiting speakers. The Headteacher / RE co-ordinator is responsible for the organisation and monitoring of collective worship. Collective worship can be monitored by staff, pupils, governors or parents.

Worship should make links with the spiritual, moral, social and cultural development of the pupils. Worship links to the current Christian Value and changes each half term. 
Monitoring takes place through Committee 4 of the Governing Board.
