Reading and writing is key in many subjects and we have worked closely to link subject-specific
topics in RE and history to bring our writing experiences to life. Our whole-school love of
reading is celebrated on World Book Day, where pupils dress-up as their favourite character and
have the opportunity to enter a national World Book Day competition. We have also been
inspired by National Poetry Day and so visit Biddulph Grange Gardens to form poems linking
to nature. Several Shakespeare units are covered in KS3, to help build our understanding of
language and performance, we visit the Royal Shakespeare Company online to watch specific
scenes which are always enjoyable. We also like to get involved in the local community.
Numerous KS2 forms design and write Christmas cards to care homes as well as a group of
pupils having the privilege of taking part in the Rotary Youth Speaks competition.
