Design a revision poster for 

someone in your year group of 

all the topics covered. 

Visit a theatre, gig, festival and take 

pictures and include a review of it.  

DT Complete a drawing of 

your favourite logo. 

Explain why you like it 

so much. What makes 

it so unique compared 

to other logos? 

Complete a keyword and 

definition list for the topic 

of logo design. What makes 

a logo so effective? 

Design a wordsearch 

with keywords 

included that 

describe the key 

features of a 

successful logo 

design.  

Complete a poster that details 

what an effective logo should 

look like and what it should 

contain. For example, a logo 

should be clear and have 

distinct colours. 

Research a logo designer and complete a 

fact sheet about his career. Include 

answers to questions such as, What did 

they design? Where were they born, 

What made them enter a career in logo 

design or graphic design in general? 

MFL Create a multiple-

choice quiz for your 

class with 10 

questions about 

French greetings, 

numbers, days of the 

week, and months of 

the year. 

Create a word search in 

French about family 

members that your class 

can play to develop their 

language skills. Your clues 

should be in English and the 

answers in French. 

Create a box for each 

letter A-Z. In each 

box, write as many 

key words in French 

as possible that begin 

with that letter. The 

key words can come 

from any topic that 

you have studied in 

class this academic 

year. 

Design a revision poster for all 

the topics covered this year, 

which could be used to teach 

someone else French. Use 

pictures to make it look as 

appealing as possible 

 

Produce a fact file on a French-speaking 

country. You could include: location, 

climate, tourist landmarks, traditions, 

recipes and famous people from that 

country. 

RE Make a fact file 

about the one of the 

Christian, Islamic or 

Jewish faiths. 

Write a paragraph about 

one of the faiths you are 

studying.  

Create a glossary of 

at least 10 key terms 

of one of your topics. 

Create your own religious 

symbol explain the faith. 

Visit a place of worship eg Church, 

cathedral, mosque take pictures and 

write a review about it.

Create a set of quiz questions 

(like the ones in Kahoot with 

multiple choice answers to 

choose from) on any topics we 

have covered this year. You 

can present it using 

PowerPoint, or just type out 

the questions and answers into 

Word document or Excel 

spreadsheet. 

Create a simple maze game in Scratch 

which sends the player back to the 

beginning when they touch the walls of 

the maze. Once completed, email a link to 

the game. (Student emails will be set up 

in the Autumn term)

challenge you further, 

could you write a 

character description 

detailing what your 

creature is like?   

Write a recount of a short 

story of your choice.
