In Maths, we will be learning about place value. Year 5 will be learning about numbers to 1,000,000 and Year 6 will learn about numbers to 10,000,000. We will work scientifically to explore the theme of ‘Forces’. We will learn about what the concept of gravity and friction and how they impact our everyday lives. Then, we will learn about air resistance and water resistance and we will plan investigations to help us understand these ideas further. Finally, we will learn about pulleys and levers. 





As Geographers 


In Geography, we will be exploring the continent of North America. We will locate and label countries of North America and capital cities. We will use 6 figure grid references to identify key physical features in North America. Next, we will learn about time zones and identify these on maps. We will also explore climate zones and identify these on maps. Moving on, we will learn about the state of New York and learn about how locality is affected by tourism. Finally, we will compare and contrast different locations in the USA, looking at economic activity, physical features, population and climate. We will create short presentations to present these findings to other people.











As Writers we will 


We will be learning about poetry, inspired by North America. We will be learning how to perform poetry and we will write our own narrative poems, using descriptive language. Then, we will start learning about diary entries, which will be based on our class text ‘Queen of the Falls’. Through this writing, Year 5 will learn how to organise paragraphs and how to use commas. Year 6 will practise using passive verbs and hyphens to avoid ambiguity.
