Outside, the children loved playing with the bubble mix and large bubble wands. Some of the bubble they made were huge and caused lots of excitement!
The children have been showing off their skills in phonics and seeing how many phonemes they have remembered…they were very impressive and should feel proud of the progress they have made.

At lunchtime, the children created their own storyline in their play, and together they all made a wall to protect themselves from ‘the monsters’. They used words like, gigantic, enormous and tall when talking about the wall as it got bigger and bigger. 
In the tough tray we have been exploring pattern with the coloured stacking disks and developing our pincer grasp.  

Some children even made fishing rods using found materials linked to our interest in the sea.
