	Welcome to this week’s news. 

This week we have shared the story ‘So Much’ by Trish Cooke.
We have passed the ‘talk ball’ around the circle, taking turns to talk about our own family members. The children also had a great time using the large play house and enjoyed role playing in each of the rooms using the different family members linked to our story this week.

In PATHS we met Twiggle and his friends Duke, Henrietta and Daphne. PATHS is a programme followed by the whole school to discuss and manage different feelings and self-regulation. We talked about ‘what is a friend?’ and then drew pictures for our own friends in Nursery. We have been playing ring games and learning our Nursery friend’s names. Each day we will be having a ‘Person of the Day’ and learning how to give them compliments. This compliment sheet will be sent home for you to keep and celebrate with your child. 
In maths, we have been comparing amounts of items such as conkers and acorns and using new language more/less/fewer/most/same.
We have been encouraging all the children to join in with a range of rhymes and number songs such as: 
One finger, one thumb keep moving

I’ve got 10 little fingers

Once I caught a fish alive

5 Speckled Frogs

5 Little Ducks
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Outside, we explored the shaving foam in the tough tray and also on the mats using sweeping brushes. It was incredibly messy but great fun!
