	Welcome to this week’s news. 

This week we have introduced the story ‘Owl Babies. We explored the story telling props and drew our own pictures. The children used collage materials, paints and white feathers to create our own owls. These were all amazing and so different and have been displayed on a twig decorated /washing line in our classroom. 
On the interactive whiteboard, we watched a short video of real baby owls in a nest waiting for their mummy to return. The children really loved seeing the mother owl feeding her owlets and enjoyed watching the owlets grow and change over time. 
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In PATHS we met Twiggle and his friends Duke, Henrietta and Daphne again.
 PATHS is a programme followed by the whole school to discuss and manage
 different feelings and self-regulation. We talked about ‘feelings’ and how 
some can be comfortable and some uncomfortable. Each day we have had a
 ‘Person of the Day’ and learning what is a compliment. The children are
 quickly learning how to give and receive a compliment which is lovely to see. 
Outside, we opened up the giant sandpit and filled it up with fresh sand. The children were very excited and loved taking tuns using the sand timer and sharing resources. The children also loved the climbing apparatus and helping each other to access the tricky parts. Some children also enjoyed sharing the wild animals and using pebbles for each enclosure in the zoo. The soap flakes in the tough tray were gooey and slimy but fun.
