The children loved drawing representations of the story, thinking carefully about the colours chosen. We also used Owl Babies themed writing patterns to practice our pen control. 
Linked to our theme about owls, we also sang a few owl songs and joined in with the actions. 

In the orange sand, some children used their fingers to practice the tricky letters in their name. It was fun, as any mistakes could be ‘shaken’ away to have another go. 

To further support our pincer grasp ready for writing, we had fun threading pasta tubes on a string and made our own necklaces. It was quite a challenge!

Finally, we explored autumn-coloured paints and rolled marbles through it to create a pattern.
