	Welcome to this week’s news. 
This week, we continued with our story of the week, Twinkle Twinkle Little Star by Kate Toms. The children enjoyed a Tales Toolkit session to discuss the characters, setting, problem and solution from the story, before drawing about it in small groups. 
The children also thought of their and discussed their own solution to the problem of ‘How could you reach/catch a star?’ They came up with lots of super ideas eg using a ladder, trampoline, aeroplane and even a hot air balloon! They then drew about their own solutions and talked about it in more detail, in small groups.

 In Phonics, we played lots of listening games. The children played ‘whose voice’ and had to guess who said ‘hello’ from behind them. It was a great way to improve our listening skills along with learning the names of our new friends.
The new sensory mats were very popular. The children took off their shoes so that they could feel the different patterns underneath their feet. It was also a good way to practice our self- help skills, as some children still struggle to put on their own shoes again. 
In Maths, we talked about patterns and ‘what comes next’. We did printing on strips of paper using a big and a small star alternately, and took part in a rhythm dance where we had to remember the pattern/sequence of moves in order. 

Finally, we did ‘Sticks Up’ and used the claves to tap, tap, tap and copy different moves to strengthen our arm muscles ready for writing. 

Some children also did mark-making on the Interactive whiteboard with friends.
