	Welcome to this week’s news. 
This week, we continued our story ‘That’s My Flower!’ and used Tales Toolkit to discuss it in greater detail. The children are getting increasingly confident and can now recognise the symbols for the four sections; character, setting, problem and solution. They can explain each one,  give examples and link them to the story of the week...well done Nursery!
We had a very special visitor this week, who came to talk to us about Road Safety. The children listened really well to the story and then talked about why Teddy needed a car seat to stay safe. We also practiced how to ‘stop, look, listen, think’ every time we cross the road and to remind our adults to hold our hands. 
To celebrate Science Week- Spark Your Curiosity, we had a challenge in the tough tray to separate/sort the purple pom-poms from the purple disks only using tweezers. This was incredibly tricky for the purple disks as they were flat and there was so many of them! Then the following day, we had a circle time and introduced a magnetic wand. The children discovered the disks had a metal rim and they found the task much easier and quicker then!
Outside, some children had great fun using the planks and tyres to make our own ramps for the cars. We enjoyed watching the cars ‘zoom’ down each one and realised the higher the ramp, the faster they rolled. Good work guys!
