	Welcome to this week’s news. 
Firstly, a warm welcome to our new friend this week. We cannot believe how quickly and confidently he has settled into our routines!

This week, we introduced the new story, The Tiny Seed. We discussed the features of the book eg author, title, illustrator and enjoyed seeing how much our own tiny sunflower seeds had grown over the half term holidays! Now they have been taken home, they will need replanting in a larger pot/soil or in the ground, to achieve the full sunflower potential…good luck and please let us know how they get on!

In Phonics, we played eye-spy, noticing things beginning with ‘s’ and sorting them out from other items in the circle. Then linked to our learning about seeds, we drew the three things a seed needs to help it to grow and even attempted to write the initial phonemes for each of the words eg ‘s’ for soil. (A copy of our phonics sheet is attached for using at home)
In the small tough tray, we had plant pots numbered 1,2,3 and lots of glass bead ‘seeds’ to pretend to plant in them, using tweezers to strengthen our fingers. 
Outside, we enjoyed exploring the soil, artificial flowers and various sized pots. The children counted how many flowers they had planted in each pot and showed number using their fingers. 
In maths, we had great fun hiding paper plates with 1, 2,or 3 spots drawn on them. The children had to find and collect the arrangements of the same numbers and subitise the number of spots, before hiding them in a different location for their friends to find. 
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In our group time, we then played, ‘See 1 dot-sit on your spot’ which again had the children subitising arrangements of dots and sitting down quickly if only one spot was shown. Many children are getting very confident at representing numbers using their fingers now!
