	Welcome to this week’s news. 
This week, we continued our story, The Tiny Seed. We discussed the story in more detail using Tales Toolkit, and discovered there were so many different problems the seeds faced throughout. 
In the tough tray, the children strengthened their finger and thumb pincer grasp to carefully place the coloured beads onto the flower silhouettes.
Due to a slight change in our timetable, we enjoyed a special play session on the KS1 equipment, which was great fun!

On the IWB, the children matched numerals and quantity to 5 using a spring maths game. The children are working hard to subitise arrangements of spots to 5 without needing to count/check!
In Maths, we explored the key language ‘fewer, more, same’ by comparing amounts in different ways. We shared pretend fruits between 2 dolls, made our own fruit kebabs in small groups and played ‘Hungry Hippo’ throwing balls into two baskets and comparing how many landed in each Hippo/basket successfully.
To end the week, we explored colour mixing again, before painting our own pictures of real flowers. These will be added to our Art display wall for Spring.
