Nursery Newsletter

	Welcome to this week’s news. 
This week, we introduced the new story, Dear Zoo. We had a lovely discussion about why certain wild animals would not make a good pet. Then, we all drew a picture about our favourite wild animals and created our own ‘Dear Zoo’ class book together. The children enjoyed looking through this and also using the story props to help retell the story. 
Linked to this, the children enjoyed completing the animal themed puzzles and learning some new songs about the jungle and the zoo.
In the tough tray, the children used their pincer grasp to place small pegs around the edge of a lion and a snake picture. 
In maths, we sorted and grouped wild animals, counted and compared them using the key language; more, fewer, same. Outside we continued to play Hungry Hippo, throwing balls into boxes and comparing amounts in the same way.
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We used the Interactive White Board to help practice our names. Most children can recognisably write their own name from memory now and are getting ready for Reception…well done Nursery!
In phonics, we played ‘Eye Spy’ and another game ‘Silly Soup’ trying 
hard to hear initial phonemes/sounds in words.
