	Welcome to this week’s news. 
This week, we introduced our new story, ‘Superworm’. This book has really sparked the children interest and imagination. Using the story props, the children have been retelling the main events, and then outside they dug in the mud area for real worms!

Following the story, we all shared our own ideas of the many things we could do with Superworm. They came up with some amazing ideas from bobbles and watches to necklaces and even a string for a kite. We drew a picture about it and some of us even labelled it using our phonic knowledge, getting ready for Reception.

In Maths, we have been cutting and ordering ribbons according to length, using the key language; long, longer, longest, short, shorter, shortest, same. 

In the tough tray we used the extendable tubes, comparing length and further exploring our key language.

Likewise, we also hid lots of plastic worms of a variety of lengths, in soil, and had to find them and compare/describe them using our knowledge of length. 
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We also had an exciting delivery, with the arrival of 4 tiny, wriggly caterpillars. The children were all amazed and curious to learn more about them. Some children then enjoyed exploring the life-cycle puzzles and resources, and we all learned some new number songs linked to caterpillars and butterflies.
