This week, we continued our story, ‘Superworm’. We watched a short film of the story and joined in with the repeated phrases. The children discussed the story in greater detail using Tales Toolkit.
To celebrate Arts Week, we started by watching the dress-rehearsal for Lyme’s Got Talent. The children were a super audience and loved every minute of the show. 
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In class, the children strengthened their finger muscles by softening a ball of clay. They then used natural materials such as pine-cones and leaves to push in to the clay, leaving a pattern behind. They even found a real, green caterpillar amongst 
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the pile of leaves and enjoyed handling it to take a closer look,
 before releasing it back into nature where it belongs!
Outside, the children loved a giant cardboard tube. It was very heavy and the children needed to work together as a team to manoeuvre it, before sitting on it for a ‘train ride’. 
We also noticed our sunflowers are really getting tall now! 
In Maths, we have been learning more about 2D shapes and their properties. Linked to this, in the tough tray the children used the small 2D shapes, matching them onto the silhouette cards to create different pictures.
