This week, we continued our story, The Train Ride. The children drew a story map to show the sequence of events, discussing it in greater details. Some children then used their phonic knowledge to write word labels. 
On the carpet, we had great fun using the Brio trains and track, and making up stories about different journeys. We watched a short video about catching a train and talked about our own experiences and how to keep safe on a platform. 
In the malleable area, we used the dough to make our own bugs, and then later in the week we explored clay and used the tools to make marks and patterns.

In maths, we used a variety of loose parts to copy and then continue ABAB patterns. 

Outside, we enjoyed the mud kitchen and found lots of worms and even a snail with a patterned shell.
