This week, we introduced the story, Clumsy Crab and used the story props to help retell the main events. We then made our own sea-life pictures using wax crayons, colourwash of different shades of blue paint, sand and collage materials. The all had a great time and their masterpieces are proudly displayed on our washing line in class. 
In the tough tray, we had sand and miniature trowels, spades and buckets to explore with.

We changed the water tray into a pond with lots of stones, pebbles, fish, frogs and logs. The children enjoyed balancing the right amount of frogs and fish onto the corresponding numbered lily pad, as testing if it still floated! 

In Maths, we rolled a dice and subitised using the patterns of spots. Then, we counted/ matched that same amount of fish to add to the pretend pond. 

Outside, the children had such fun! They made pictures on long strips of paper using pom- poms on pegs, dipped in paint. We built a shelter to protect us from the sun and played with the Duplo. We also enjoyed a very special treat… the paddling pool finally came out and we dipped our toes in it, to help us to cool down.
