Y3/4 Homework Menu for Summer 1 Term

Each week, the children need to complete the maths task that is on Seesaw.  
In addition, the children need to complete an activity in their homework book from the homework menu – we ask for at least 3 pieces over the 6 week half term please. 
Children may also come up with their own idea for an activity based around the learning we are doing in Geography about Africa.

	1- Choose a country in Africa.  
Write a travel leaflet about the exciting things to see and do there. 
	2- Make a rangoli picture using a variety of materials. Write a sentence to say when and why rangoli is important to Hindus.  
	3- Write your own folk tale like we have done in English.  Which animals will you use? Is there a moral? 
You could research an existing story that someone else has written and write your own version. You could record yourself telling the story on Seesaw instead of writing it down.

	4- Research a style of dance that is popular in Africa. Record yourself on Seesaw performing a bit of the dance. You could work with a friend.
	5- Research African art. Make a model or do a painting in the style you have learned about.  
	6- Research flags of different African countries. Make a poster showing off your favourites.  

	7- Find out how to say hello in 5 different languages. Can you include an African language?
Challenge – can you include one that doesn’t use the English alphabet?
Present what you have learned as a poster.
	8- Find out about Fair trade food products. Make a list of the different items you can find in your local supermarket.
	9- Research animals from around the world and their teeth.
e.g. Which animal has the largest teeth?
Which animal has the sharpest teeth?
