	English
	Some children will re-take the Year 1 phonics screen test in June and we will continue to teach phonics for those that require it for the rest of the year. The children in my reading group will continue to build fluency and comprehension skills through Ready Steady Comprehend, used in KS2. We will be building up stamina for writing as we continue to improve our writing skills and the content of the writing through various texts, including Rosie Revere, Engineer by Andrea Beaty.  We will continue using Edshed for spellings / spelling homework sheets. Reading homework is vital in improving your child’s reading and we recommend reading for at least ten minute every day. Our final reading race begins: read 4 times a week for 4 weeks to get our prize!

	Mathematics
	Our maths topics this half term are Statistics and Position and Direction.  We will be revising past maths topics through flashback 4 during registration and building rapid recall of knowledge using Hit the Button, White Rose 1-minute maths and TT rock stars. These should all be used at home too. This will help with our continued arithmetic focus in class. We will do end of year assessments for maths to inform our teacher judgements ready for Year 3. Maths homework for Summer 2 will be TT rock start practise for at least 20 minutes a week to prepare for KS2.

	Science
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Our Science topic this half term will be Healthy Me which focuses on keeping healthy. This links to PSHE also.

	DT / Art
	. Our DT topic this half term is Mechanisms. We will be making a moving monster where children design a monster which will move using a linkage mechanism.  We will also be catching up with our summer 1 art topic using clay.

	Music
	Our music this half term in the Kapow scheme is ‘Musical Me’ which focusing on pitch awareness through song.

	PE
	In P.E. we will be doing Athletics from Get Set 4 PE and practising for our sports day event. We will also be doing some orienteering in the school grounds.

	Geography
	Our Geography topic is based around living on an island and being by the coast. We will be learning about islands around the UK and physical and human features of coastal areas. We will also be looking closely at some mapping skills, compass points and directions which will link to our maths topic.

	RE
