During Autumn Term, we will focus on two topics within our PSHE lessons: Me and My Relationships, which explores healthy relationships with ourselves and others, and Valuing Difference, exploring how we respect and celebrate our differences and understanding and challenging stereotypes. 

 

English:
Throughout the Autumn term, we will be incorporating vocabulary, grammar, punctuation and spelling into all lessons using the Pathways to Write scheme. We will explore two texts: ‘Counting on Katherine’, which focuses on developing information and recount writing, followed by ‘Greek Myths’, which focuses on developing narrative writing. 

 

Geography:
Children will explore the topic of ‘Countries of the World’ in Autumn 1. Within this, children will build on their mapping skills, as well as developing their understanding of human and physical geography elements within the world. 
History:
The children will explore the topic of British History Heroes’ in Autumn 2. This will enable the children to identify and develop understanding of a range of significant figures who have made an impact in our lives. 
 

Music:

Throughout the Autumn term, children will develop their musical skills within the genre of pop through ‘Mamma Mia’, as well as building their confidence in reading and performing pieces of music on instruments such as glockenspiels. 

Physical Education: 
Children will take part in a PE lesson each week with Mr Furkins, our PE coach. This term, the children will be developing their skills in invasion games and gymnastics.
