During Summer Term, we will focus on two topics within our PSHE lessons: Being My Best and Growing and Changing.

 

English:
Throughout the Summer term, we will be incorporating vocabulary, grammar, punctuation and spelling into all lessons using the Pathways to Write scheme. We will explore two texts: Where the Forest Meets the Sea, which focuses on non-chronological report writing followed by Julius Caesar, which focuses on developing a play script. 

 

Geography:
