We have lots of exciting learning taking place in the Summer term, detailed in this leaflet, as well as some fantastic extra experiences including our annual Infant Music Festival trip and Outdoor Learning provision! We will provide more information on this as the term goes on.


Geography
· Our topic for the Summer term is ‘Seas and Coasts’ We will be looking at the continents and oceans, identifying their locations on maps. Comparing Britain to a non-European location and recognising how to use a compass. 





Music 

· Using our Charanga Programme, we will be looking at the units ‘Friendship Song’ and ‘Reflect, rewind and replay.’ We will be developing our understanding of playing tuned and untuned instruments and concentrating and understanding a range of recorded music, experimenting and creating using different sounds.

History
