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At St Gerard’s Catholic Primary and Nursery School, we are privileged to have a community of supportive and respectful parents and carers. To maintain a positive and safe environment for all, we ask that parents and carers demonstrate respect and consideration towards everyone in our school community by:
· Upholding the respectful ethos of the school by modelling positive behaviour and language in interactions with pupils, staff, and other parents.
· Collaborating constructively with school staff to support the wellbeing and development of all children.
· Taking responsibility for managing their own child’s behaviour, especially in public settings, to prevent conflict, aggression, or unsafe situations.
· Respecting the school environment by keeping it clean and tidy, including avoiding littering.
· Adhering to parking regulations and behaving responsibly when dropping off or collecting children.
To ensure a calm, safe, and productive school environment, the following behaviours will not be tolerated on school premises or during school-related activities:
· Any behaviour that disrupts the operation of the school.
· The use of loud, offensive, or abusive language, or displays of temper.
· Threats, intimidation, or physical aggression towards any member of the school community.
· Vandalism or damage to school property.
· Sending abusive or threatening communications via email, phone, or social media.
· Smoking, alcohol consumption, drug use, or being under the influence while on school grounds.
· Any incidents involving these behaviours will be reported to the appropriate authorities. The school Governors reserve the right to restrict access to the school premises for individuals whose conduct jeopardises the safety and wellbeing of the school community.

This Parent Code of Conduct supports the standards expected by OFSTED and the Catholic Schools Inspectorate, ensuring a professional, safe, and respectful school environment.
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
