Communication and Language
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	Listening, Attention and Understanding  
· Hold conversation when engaged in back-and-forth exchanges with their teacher and peers.
· Listen carefully to and learn rhymes, poems and songs. Worship songs and nursery rhymes etc
· Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding
· Begin to listen to and talk about non-fiction books, developing a familiarity with new knowledge and vocabulary
· Begin to understand humour e.g., nonsense rhymes / jokes 

 
Speaking  

· Use new vocabulary in different contexts- see vocabulary list
· Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them

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	Gross Motor Skills

	Literacy Development
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	Reading: Comprehension / Word Reading  

To create a pirate ship and interact with their peers to role play parts of the story. This may involve relevant mark making.

· Begin to use and understand some recently introduced vocabulary during discussions about stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems and during role play…fiction, non-fiction, set
· Retell story in small world / role play (in correct sequence) …beginning, middle, end, set
· Take on role of character using some story language
· Talk about likes and dislikes of texts, rhymes and poems
· Choose a book and begin to explain why …because
· Begin to anticipate - where appropriate - some key events in stories …predict / prediction
· Re-read books to build up their confidence in word reading, their fluency and their understanding and enjoyment
· Continue to develop P1 phonological awareness for those who are below ARE , focusing on Oral blending and segmenting in intervention.

· Secure phase 3 □ CVC words and using phase 3 digraphs/trigraphs

· Learn new sounds and apply to reading- trigraphs and digraphs- Read red guided reading books (decodable) aligned to phonic knowledge. 



Writing: 
To write from the point of view of Tom, describing what he has learned about pirate ships.

· Form most lower-case and capital letter correctly- continue handwriting practise. 
· Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s, using taught GPCs  - CVC words- Interventions for those not yet securely segmenting and writing cvc word using clusters. 
· Write captions/phrases and begin to write simple sentences using known GPCs …sentence, full stop, capital letter 
· Include word spacing- finger spaces.
· Orally rehearse caption or sentence before writing. Focus on this in phonics-the apply section of session. 
· Re-read what they have written to make sure it makes sense. Check writing- leading to self-correction. 
· Begin to write a variety of □ fiction and non-fiction sentences / captions
· Apply phase 3 digraphs and trigraphs/letter clusters into writing.
